According to preliminary data released by Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation
(CMHCQ), housing starts in the Windsor Census Metropolitan Areal (CMA) totaled 39 units in
December, slightly lower than the 45 units begun in December 2008. For 2009 as a whole,
builders started 391 units, down from the 453 units started in 2008.

“Despite stronger activity in the fourth quarter, residential construction in Windsor fell in 2009
to the lowest level since 1984,” said Margot Stevenson, Market Analyst for Canada Mortgage

and Housing Corporation. “A combination of a less expensive resale market and job uncertainty
resulted in less demand for new homes,” added Stevenson.
